Organ Update...Our new organ is almost complete. We will be taking note of things we need to have changed,
particularly regarding the voicing of the instrument. After those adjustments are made and a few other things taken care
of, it will be officially “ours”. We are blessed to have an instrument of this caliber to support our singing, and to raise our
hearts and minds to God. You may notice that the organ sound seems to enfold and wrap around you. It is more akin to
the human voice than any other instrumnet, and that’s why its a great support for congregational singing. Many of us are
used to hearing small electronic organs, often at funeral homes, or in other churches, especially where the sound is non-
resonant. Remember, that is has been a few years since our ears have heard a pipe organ in our sacred space. As with
visual changes, aural changes may take some time getting used to. Still, there is nothing like being able to sing a hymn of
praise at full voice and be able to merge our voices with the many-colored sound a pipe organ produces.
